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DESCRPCION DEL CURSO: Este curso continuara con el trabajo realizado en el curso de
Comunicaciéon Escrita I, dando énfasis a las técnicas para el desarrollo de los diferentes
tipos de parrafo. Ademas proporcionara elementos gramaticales de nivel intermedio bajo y
vocabulario apropiado, que permita al estudiante alcanzar un nivel competente, tal como se
presenta en los objetivos del curso.

5. Manejar apropiadamente los tiempos verbales: presente y pasado simple, presente y
pasado perfecto, presente y pasado continuo, presente y pasado perfecto continuo.

6. Utilizar debidamente los modales auxiliares.

7. Escribir ensayos cortos con claridad, buena presentacion, ortografia, puntuacion y
sintaxis correcta.
